LYNDON TAYLOR TO RUN FOR CITY COUNCIL

Lyndon Taylor, a ten year resident of Banning and the “Father of the Anti-Toxic Sludge Petition”, has announced his candidacy for election to the Banning City Council.

 Taylor has decided to run in order to utilize his proven skills to better define the future of Banning and to correct financial and operational concerns that are presently causing many citizens to question the Banning City Council.

Specifically, Taylor addresses the following issues: 

The present Council’s lack of responsiveness to the needs and opinions of the citizens of Banning; the lack of understanding of, and concern for basic health and safety issues within the City; the manner in which the Council/Redevelopment Agency is spending taxpayer money in ways that are not prudent; the apparent lack of understanding of basic business principles; the  relationship that has developed between the City Council/Redevelopment Agency and the Cultural Alliance and the lack of fiscal accountability in that relationship. 

Furthermore, he cites the fact that the Council/Redevelopment Agency has indebted the citizens of Banning for over $100 million dollars without a vote of the people; the fact that the majority of the City council has chosen to totally ignore the reasonable recommendations of the Riverside County Grand Jury in their investigation of the business practices of the City Council; and the fact that the needs of several geographic areas of the city and vital city services have not been addressed. 

Taylor, who brings to his candidacy a strong background in master planning, demographic research, business practices, paradigm shift analysis, crises administration, and problems analysis would seek to return full accountability to the people for the actions of the City Council. He would direct his skills toward making Banning a better and stronger city and give citizens a greater voice in city government. He has established a series of goals, including a one-hundred percent acceptance of the Grand Jury’s recommendations. He feels it is imperative to restore fiscal accountability to the Council and to strengthen the financial base of the City.  

Among his goals are: 

1. Increase Banning’s economic growth, increase the tax base, and create more local jobs. 

2. Decrease the waste of taxpayer money. 

3. Continue the process of master planning and establish a timetable for the implementation of each element of the plan. 

4. Restore financial reality to the City of Banning.
